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Innovations, Quality Key to Home Builder’s Success


The living room greets you with a warm and inviting smile. Sunshine relaxes on the limestone tile after streaming through the magnificent windows. Columns, inspired by the Romans, radiate strength, but the atmosphere is absolutely elegant.

For more than 20 years, Dan Witt has been making dream homes come true in the Omaha area. Now, he’s leaving his signature on three new metro-area communities.

Regency Park Vista, an exclusive Dan Witt development, features one-story, two-story and story-and-a-half homes starting at $800,000. A model, now open at 231 No. 97th Court, gives a sense of Witt’s style.

State of the art appliances share the kitchen with an oversized center island. A gentle fire flickers in the hearthroom, a cozy annex spacious enough for a couch and television.

“People fall in love with the hearthroom. It’s designed to be a family gathering place,” said Pat Badie, Witt’s new home specialist.

The master bedroom suite features walk-in closets for both him and her. The rest of the family has four other bedrooms in which to fan out. Three are located on the lower level by the exercise room and media center.

Though it’s one of the last stops on the tour, the backyard is one of the first things noticed upon entering a Dan Witt Home.

“We like to use the explosion approach to architecture, which means when you walk in the home it explodes to the backyard,” said Witt. 

Once there, the brick fountain catches the eye, but it’s the outdoor fireplace that sparks the questions. Popular on the West Coast, Badie said Witt brought the innovation to Omaha.

The work being done at Regency Park Vista isn’t the only work being done by Dan Witt Home Builders, Inc. Witt homes are also part of two new golf course communities – Pacific Springs in West Omaha and Indian Creek in Elkhorn.

Witt said the advantages of “golf course living” attracted him to the developments.

“Clients feel like they’re on vacation when they’re at home,” said Witt. “You get a lot of privacy. It’s pretty all four seasons, and you’ve got great vistas.”

Witt homebuyers in each community have their choice of three models – each with 62 different options and 11 possible elevations, or front styles. Witt said the homes are truly “custom homes” when they are completed.

The Price of a Dan Witt home in Pacific Springs ranges from $300,000 to $700,000.

At Indian Creek, homes cost from $300,000 to over $1,000,000.

A model is now open at Indian Creek, 4406 No. 195th Circle, seven days a week: Monday through Friday from 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.; Saturday and Sunday from 10:00 a.m. to 6 p.m.  

The Pacific Springs model, near 174th and Pacific, has not been completed.

While elegant, it’s important to Witt that his homes are not viewed as “museums.”

“Dan’s very conscious of making a home very livable. He has six kids and came from a family of six kids, said Badie.

Witt, whose father was also a homebuilder, prides himself on completing his homes on time and with complete customer satisfaction.

 “It’s never taken us over 11 months to build any home of any size here in the Omaha area, and we’ve built some of the largest,” said Witt.

Witt expects both Indian Creek and Pacific Springs to build out in three to five years. Indian Creek, with about 230 total sites available, is being developed by the Gottsch Land Company. Pacific Springs, also with about 230 sites, is a Lanoha Development project.

“They have been well known through the years as some of the best developers in the city,” said Witt.

With three projects in the works, Witt and his crew of 57 full-time craftsmen and superintendents are already looking toward future projects. Among them, Witt said, is another golf course community; Deer Creek, near 120th and State Street. The land is being developed by CBS Real Estate and will feature an Arnold Palmer signature golf course.
